and understanding for, the safety and welfare of others.   

  

Penalties will apply for any breach of the Player Code of Conduct.  

1st Breach – Official warning issued  

2nd Breach – Suspension for one (1) game and automatic forfeit of eligibility for any 

end of season award  

3rd Breach – Suspended from playing for three (3) games and forfeit of eligibility to 

represent ADCA at any representative carnival in the 2023-2024 season  
  

As a Player you MUST abide by the following Code of Conduct at all times, during the game, both 
on the field and off the field, at training and any other ADCA event. 

• Adhere to the Rules and Playing Conditions as set by the ADCA JSC.   

• Show respect to all Coaches, Scorers, Team Managers, Parents, Team Mates and other 

Players.   

• Respect the Umpire’s decision at all times. If you need clarification, have your Captain or 
Coach approach the Umpire during a break or after the game.   

• Work equally hard for yourself and for your team. Your Team’s performance will benefit 

and so will you.   

• Be a good sport. Applaud all good play whether made by your team or the opposition and 
show respect to and acknowledge opponents and officials – shake hands before and after 
the game, say ‘good luck’, ‘thanks for the game’, ‘thanks Ref’, ‘three cheers for…’. Without 
them there would be no competition. 

• Cooperate with your Coach, your Team Mates and your Opponents. No undermining of 
your Coach or Captain’s instructions or decisions.   

• Play fair. No verbal abuse of officials, parents or other players. Sledging of players including 
vilification, or deliberately distracting or provoking an opponent will not be tolerated. No 
deliberate time wasting.   

• Respect your equipment and other player’s equipment and the facilities provided for you 
to play on and play with.   

• Respect the rights, dignity and worth of ALL participants – regardless of their gender, 
ability, cultural background, or religion. Bullying, in any shape or form, of any person at any 
time will not be tolerated.
